We first read this book at the library where many of the flaps were damaged or missing, and my 22
month old *loved* it. It features your favorite Sesame Street characters, bright colors, numbers,
shapes, letters, and FLAPS! What could be better? There isn’t really a story, the book is more about
identifying numbers/letters/shapes and, of course, lifting the flaps.While it is an oversized board
book, some of the flaps are smaller, and this is a book that is best for toddlers who have learned to
be gentle with their books. | expect many kids reach this stage between 18 months and 2 years, but
you know your child best. If you are considering it as a gift for a Sesame Street loving child, | think

2-3 years would be a great age.
