Miller used more than 45 aliases during his life
but was known to many as Tricky Vic. This is a fascinating story, with quirky, retro-style,

mixed-media art that will appeal to readers. Beyond a line or two at the beginning about Vic turning



to a life of crime, Pizzoli doesn’'t moralize about his subject’s actions. Tricky Vic is a little-known
subject, and some may wonder if there’s an audience for this title. However, this is an intriguing
account, and through sidebars, the book offers some effective avenues for discussing related
historical events, people, and places, such as Al Capone, Prohibition, counterfeiting, and Alcatraz.
