novel was well intentioned. The author was adopted herself, and she wrote a story about a teenage
girl who gives up her baby for adoption; HOWEVER, | can’t count how many times | have heard a
story about a skinny, blonde haired, blue eyed, cheerleader who gets pregnant at sixteen.

Andie seemed as though she
were more immature than her peers, and | felt it strange that she found such a bond with a guy she
had dated for only a month two years before the story took place. The realistic qualities of this novel
were off, and | wound up disappointed once | finished the last page. | didn’t believe the characters
