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Torah Bontrager was born and raised Old Order Amish and became the first Amish-escapee to

graduate from an Ivy League school:Ã‚Â  Columbia University in New York City.Ã‚Â  She grew up

with no electricity, no TV, no radio, no Internet, no cars, and up until the age of 10, no running hot

water and no indoor bathroom.Ã‚Â  She learned how to grow her own veggies from heirloom seeds,

raise animals for meat, hunt deer in the fall and forage for mushrooms, berries and plants in the

wild.Ã‚Â  When Torah was 11 years old, she consciously decided to leave the Amish church.Ã‚Â 

After 4 years of planning and a failed first attempt, she literally escaped in the middle of the night at

age 15 without telling anyone goodbye.   The next morning, her parents found the note that she had

left on her nightstand announcing her permanent departure.Ã‚Â  Torah loved learning and wanted

to explore the world and experience all the things that the religion prohibited.Ã‚Â  Her dreams were

to go to Harvard and outer space, "impossibles" given her background and rudimentary Amish-only

education.  Torah gave up everything--family, security, community, the only life she had ever

known--in the hopes that one day her dreams might come true.Ã‚Â  Amish Girl is about the

darkness she encountered navigating a foreign world alone and grappling with her demons.Ã‚Â

and different ways of thinking that make it a little bit easier and at the least, let you know that

you&apos;re not alone.

Wow, very inspiring! It's so sad that the author had to go through so much hardship and that the

Amish are not what they appear to be to us outsiders. But the fact that she kept relentlessly

pursuing her freedom and go on to earn an Ivy League degree despite so much against her is

incredible. Most Amish memoirs are very poorly written but this one is a refreshing change. A lot of

the chapters read like fiction. There are some, Chapters 2 and 3 in particular, that are more

non-fiction/factual/journalistic. But the rest of the book sounds like a fiction novel. The author's story

actually made it in MTV's Brave category several years ago, the best of the entire history of their

True Life series.
