Seale became a mentor to Shames, and Shames, in turn, the most

trusted photographer to the party, remained by SealeÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s side through his campaign for

mayor of Oakland in 1973. Power to the People is a testament to their warm association: At its heart

are ShamesÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s memorable images, accompanied by SealeÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s colorful in-depth

commentary culled from many hours of conversation. Ã‚Â  Admired, reviled, emulated,

misunderstood, the Black Panther Party was one of the most creative and influential responses to

racism and inequality in American history.

He met Huey Newton at Merritt College, where they were both enrolled

in the early 1960s, and together they founded the party. A political activist and community organizer,

he lives in Vallejo, California.
