The primary sources reflect the social breadth and
depth of the movement. Dispelling the misconception that the American womenAg¢a -4,¢s
movement was solely a white, middle-class cause, the documents include the voices of women of
all ages, classes, and ethnicities. Topics addressed range from wage discrimination, peace
activism, housework and childcare, sexuality, and reproductive rights to welfare, education,
socialism, violence against women, and more. Document headnotes, a chronology of the
womenAg¢a -4,¢s movement, questions for consideration, a selected bibliography, and index

support student learning, classroom discussion, and further research.
